Doctor Arroyo, Mexico with Dayspring Qutreach Ministries.... Dates —May 31 - June 13 — High School only

TFC will partner with Dayspring Outreach Ministries as we do DRAMA ministry around Doctor Arroyo, Mexico which is 300
miles south of the border. Our team will experience the challenge of sharing the gospel through a mime drama presentation that you
will learn at the beginning of the trip and then perform throughout the trip. This challenge of the trip will be sharing the gospel
through drama in a cross cultural experience. Our team will experience the joy of impacting lives as we minister alongside the
Dayspring staff who will help us understand the culture. Although there are many areas of Mexico that are in turmoil this area is far
from that conflict and the Dayspring Ministries believes it will be a safe environment for our team. YOU MUST HAVE A PASS-
PORT TO GET INTO MEXICO. IF YOU DON’T HAVE ONE YOU MAY WANT TO START THE APPLICATION PRO-
CESS NOW, THIS WILL BE AN APPROXIMATE $140 ADDITIONAL PERSONAL EXPENSE. This will be a great cross
cultural experience and it will provide you with an experience far outside your comfort zone!

The Cary Christian Center is located in the heart of the Mississippi Delta — close to the mighty Mississippi River — serving

It’s an area where there is a deep sense of hopelessness and despair and the Cary Christian
Center has chosen as their mission to “break the cycle of poverty through relationships one person at a time.” TFC has partnered with
the Cary Christian Center for many years so we know on this trip we are guaranteed lots of work—we may be shingling, painting,
sheet rocking, working in a thrift store, etc. — and doing it all in the context of building relationships with people so we can play a
role in helping them break out of the cycle of poverty as we touch them with the hope of Jesus Christ. You won’t be leaving the
country on this trip but it will provide you with a great cross cultural experience and move you way outside of your comfort zone too!

Horn Creek, Colorado — Dates — May 24 - May 31st — 8th grade and above
This last fall a Christian camp and retreat center in the southern Colorado mountains called Horn Creek experienced a lot of

damage from extremely high winds, which, among other things, brought down many trees all over the camp. While crews have
cut up many trees to restore the ability to simply get around the grounds, much work remains to be done to get the trees removed
before the next camping season. The winter season will delay much of the clean up. This trip will be labor intensive and include very
physical work. But the exciting part is that it will provide us with an opportunity to serve the Lord as we help get the camp ready for a
summer of ministry. We need some experienced mission work team members, but this is also open to teens that have not been on a
mission trip yet. 8th grade students are welcome to apply!
